BROWNLEE, Nick, Vive Le Tour, Amazing Tales from the World’s Greatest Bike Race, 2007, 208 p.

In this absorbing collection of facts and anecdotes, Nick Brownlee takes us on a thrilling journey through the world of professional cycling, focusing on the hugely popular Tour de France. Covering the history, present and future of this fascinating world, Brownlee will detail the highs and lows; winners and losers and triumphs and tragedies of this fast paced exciting sport. BRUNEL, Philippe, An Intimate Portrait of the Tour de France: Masters & Slaves of the Road, Buonpane Publications ,1996, 155 p.

This is a book about people as much as it is about the Tour de France. But the photos are extraordinary, perhaps the best single collection of historic photos of the Tour de France available. You've seen these photos as posters in your bike shop: the three leaders of the peloton sharing cigarettes (it was thought that smoking "opened up the lungs!"), of arch rivals Fausto Coppi and Gino Bartali sharing a water bottle on the road, or of the bacchanalian festival of six riders "re-hydrating" on the Tour. Richly illustrated, this book is really a series of essays on the "giants" of the Tour de France, although the early French racers are conspicuously absent. The two leading essays are of the Italians Ottavio Bottecchia and Gino Bartali. This is followed by a photo essay of Fausto Coppi (third Italian to win in 1949). Two Swiss racers are then featured, Ferdi Kubler (1950 winner) and Hugo Koblet (1951). A French racer doesn't appear among the essays here until Jacques Anquetil. In short, it appears that the selection of racers to include in this book is very eclectic and limited to those riders for whom the author had good photos. (Source: ExperiencePlus)

BRUYNEEL, Johan & STRICKLAND, Bill, We Might As Well Win, On the Road to Success with the Mastermind Behind a Record-Setting Eight Tour de France Victories, 2008, 272 p.
With Bruyneel as his team director, Lance Armstrong, having recovered from cancer, seized a record seven straight Tour de France victories. Meanwhile, Bruyneel went on to prove he could win without his superstar, winning the Tour de France title in 2007 with a young new team.  This is the first time the man closest to Armstrong has unveiled his secrets. We are privy to the many ways he and Armstrong outsmarted their opponents through intense preparation and training, as well as bluff on occasions. Bruyneel is the consummate winner and this is his story. (Source: Publisher description)

BURNEY, Simon, Cyclo-Cross, 1990, 168 p.
Yes it's outdated but it's possibly the only book on Cyclocross out there you can easily find. Definitely written for someone new to the sport. Very basic but still a good resource. BURROW, Mike, Bicycle design, 2000, 160 p.
Burrows is one of the few designers who have pushed bike design forward, daring to challenge the conventions of his time. Burrows's achievements are unparallelled. He has designed every type of bike from record breaking machines to practical utility bikes. And in a field where you are measured strictly by results; he has delivered. He pioneered the carbon fibre monocoque racing bike, as ridden by Chris Boardman to Olympic gold in 1992, and the compact road bike, now used by the ONCE. Being a cyclist himself he never loses sight of the practical implications of his designs, in fact the message of this book is that bike design is a field unique to itself, where theoretical knowledge is imperfect and engineering expertise has always to take second place to the practical human issues (Source: Bikefix)

BURTON, Beryl, Personal best, The autobiography of Beryl Burton, 1986, 182 p.
 Burton died in 1996, but her exploits continue to inspire and are well detailed in this book. Burton dominated women's cycling from the late '50s until the early '80s, when she retired. Personal Best is a straightforward chronological account of Burton's career and life. Her matter-of-fact tone means it's a little dry at times: lots of races, times and victories with not much colour. That's not necessarily bad, because the reader has the liberty to interpret her story and take inspiration from it in their own way. Beryl Burton doesn't need to big herself up: the plain facts do that just fine. But wedged in between the race results are some beautiful stories and anecdotes as well as an interesting historical account of the sport as it was back then. The Champion Sports Biography Series captures the life story of popular atheletes both today and the colorful history of sport. BUZATTI, Dino, The Giro D’Italia: Coppi Vs. Bartali at the 1949 Tour of Italy, 1998, 200 p.
The 1949 Giro d'Italia marked a turning point in the history of a nation and in the personal careers of two of Italy's greatest cyclists, Gino Bartali and Fausto Coppi. Italy in 1949 was a divided nation seeking unity. Mussolini's alliance with Hitler and subsequent entry into World War II had brought this primarily agricultural country to its knees. Italians found themselves bitterly divided between monarchists and fascists on one hand and socialists and communists on the other.  All of Italy was divided between these two champions, the one representing past glories, the other the new hope for the future.  Dino Buzzati, one of Italy's great twentieth-century writers, was assigned by Milan's newspaper, Il Corriere della Serai, to follow the Giro and report on this great race. As an artist and humanist, Buzzati was anything but a sports writer. Furthermore, although he grew up in Italy and had ridden a bicycle as a child, he had never seen the Giro d'Italia. Buzzati was given "free reign" by the paper to cover the race in his own style. He did just this and has left us a masterpiece of sports writing to savor more than half a century later. Buzzati is a romantic and a philosopher.  The book cover notes that "the 1949 Tour of Italy was perhaps the most famous giro of them all, pitting arch-rivals Fausto Coppi and Gino Bartali against each other as they battled it out in an Italy still ravaged by World War II." Buzzati's book is an ode to the bicycle, a salute to a twentieth-century Italian renaissance, and a eulogy to Bartali, a champion in the twilight of his years.  (Source: Rick Price)

CAVENDISH, Mark, Boy Racer, 2009, 283 p.

So far the closest anyone has yet come to a suitable nickname for Cavendish is "Cannonball": an apt epithet for a young man whose victories come when, in a last-minute blur of legs and elbows. Sprinters are the alpha males of cycling, but Cavendish's helpless tears after crossing the line in San Remo, having won by the width of the rim of his front wheel, expressed the nature of his achievement.  Cavendish was the only member of Britain's track cycling team not to return from China with a medal, despite having started the Madison event - a complicated race involving teams of two riders - as the firm favourite. His partner, Bradley Wiggins, unable to produce his usual form on the night, is one of several people who will wince as they read this forthright narrative. Other targets include some of Cavendish's contemporaries at the academy, whom he accuses of lacking the hunger that makes champions. (Source: guardian.co.uk)

An afterword is frank about the difficulties the athlete encountered after retiring from racing. COADY, Mary Frances, Champion on wheels : a biography of Jocelyn Lovell, 1987, 95 p. 

Before his near-fatal accident in 1983, Jocelyn Lovell had had a remarkable string of cycling successes, a record that culminated in three gold medals at the 1978 Commonwealth Games and a silver medal at the World Cycling Championships that same year. He had also earned a reputation as a controversial and outspoken individual, and since his accident he has emerged as a high-profile spokesman for the disabled.  She places great emphasis on his younger years and the influences that drew him to a racing career. Lovell's successes, marriage and business career are portrayed. The latter part of the book deals with the aftermath of the accident, his survival and his refusal to accept the idea of spending the rest of his life in a wheelchair. (Umanitoba, CM Archive)

CONCONI, Francesco & PENAZZO, Sergio (illustrator), Moser’s Hour records: a Human and Scientific Adventure, 1991, Vitesse Press, 83 p.

This slender volume, written by Francesco Moser’s coach during the time he set the world hour record on a Mexico City track, has extremely illuminating passages on how the body works even for the introductory level cyclist. His beautifully simple "Test Conconi" allows you to find your anaerobic threshold using only your bike, a wind trainer, a stopwatch, and a buddy with a pen and paper. (Source: unknown)

CONNOR, Jeff, Wide-eyed and Legless: Inside the Tour de France, 1988, 212 p.
Jeff Connor spent the 1987 Tour de France embedded with the British ANC-Halfords squad and pulled no punches chronicling their trial by fire in the team’s first and only Tour appearance. The book assumes the reader has virtually no knowledge of cycling since that’s what British sportswriter Jeff Connor possessed before his editors sent him to France, but the educational elements don’t seem too gratuitous. What the book deftly delivers is the internal power struggles of mixed nationality management and staff (British, Belgian, German, French), creative financing (none of the riders received payment due to the bankruptcy of the title sponsor during the Tour, echoing the future debacles of Le Groupement, Linda McCartney, Mercury/Viatel, Team Coast), and the wholly improbable cast of characters thrown to the wolves-Brits Malcolm Elliot, Graham Jones, Paul Watson, and Adrian Timmis, Aussie Shane Sutton, Czech defector Kvetoslav Palov, Frenchmen Bernard Chesneau and Guy Gallopin, and the scourge of Lance Armstrong, youthful Kiwi Steve Swart. Malcolm Elliot was the team’s star and came oh so close to winning stage 12, but the team’s fortunes were unflatteringly summed up by one of only 4 ANC riders to finish.  Off-the-back grumpies aptly sums up the collective mood of ANC-Halford’s riders, mechanics, soigneurs, and director sportif, but what a story they tell in the background of Delgado’s and Roche’s duel for Tour de France supremacy. CONNOR, Jeff, Field of Fire, A summer of suffering on the Tour de France, 2007, 240 p.

Journalist Jeff Connor had been invited to travel with the team and his account of the great ANC adventure, Wide-Eyed and Legless, became a cycling classic. Now, 20 years on, and as the 2007 Tour makes a rare visit to Britain, Connor revisits the scene of the crime, tracks down the 1987 participants and discovers exactly how their fortunes were changed, some irrevocably, on the 'field of fire'. Drawing on interviews with those involved in the ANC team and flashbacks to 1987, "Field of Fire" tells a tale of sporting disillusionment, heartbreak, anger and occasional humour. 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DALY, Tom, The Ras, The Story of Irelands’ Unique Bike Race, 2003
What cannot be denied is Daly's enthusiasm for the Ras. He tells of the race’s major figures, men such as shay O’Hanlon (who compiled the extensive indices for the book), Gene Mangan, Joe Christle, Paddy Flanagan and others; the invitation of a Russian team, of a French team during the years when the UCI still failed to officially recognise the NCA, in order to give the local teams at least a flavour of international competition; of the eventual compromise between the CRE and NCA to bringing the Ras forward as a UCI sanctioned event in 1990. Around the end of 1997 and beginning of 1998, a man called Julian Clark had the excellent marketing notion of having the Linda McCartney range of vegetarian foods sponsor a fledgling cycle team. The premise was, what could be a better example of how healthy a vegetarian lifestyle was, or could be, if a top level team was developed that would eventually compete in the Tour de France that was sponsored by the Linda McCartney Foods Company? One of the major kudos behind such a venture was that all the riders, mechanics, admin. staff etc, would be vegetarian. So a team was created that was to compete in major UK races before taking in continental racing. John Deering became the team's press officer. With a very neat line in self-deprecating humour, he has managed to describe the team's joys and successes. DE KEYSER, Paul & VAN DEN BREMPT, Harry, Velo 2004, 2004, NL/FR/ENG
The Velo books come out at the beginning of each new season, and are crammed full of statistics from the previous season, and in many cases even further historical detail.  Velo starts with a written month-by-month summary of the previous season, which is some six pages noting all the significant race results, deaths, doping stories and anything else newsworthy. The summary is written in French, Dutch, Spanish, Italian and English, which should keep most cycling aficionados happy. Similarly, the rest of the book is in French and Dutch, with some parts in English. Language is not really a big issue, as the stats and sections are pretty self explanatory, but even so it's clear (and understandable) that this is aimed at Belgian readers. There are more than 20 sections packed into Velo 2004, with over half dedicated to professional male road riders, and the rest split between women's road racing, U23/amateur/junior road racing, track racing, cyclo-cross, mountain biking, artistic cycling, and even an "in memoriam" section. Hundreds of photos are spread throughout the book to alleviate the dryness of it all. In terms of results, you can find everything that's on the UCI calendar in varying degrees of detail. Full results (and in many cases start lists) of the major championships, grand tours and classics are given, as well as partial results from all other stage races, road races, time trials, criteriums and yearly classifications such as the World Cup. Men's road racing is covered in the most depth, but the women, U23, junior and amateur riders all receive fairly comprehensive coverage, with results from more than 40 countries. Naturally, Belgium receives the most coverage, and all the amateur kermises, tours and championships can be found in Velo. Of interest was a palmares section which covers a large chunk of the professional peloton. The rider's preceding year is broken down in detail (wins and placings in major races), but there's also information on the rest of his career. The book concludes with a somewhat sober "in memoriam" section dedicated to riders who died in the past year. (Source: Cyclingnews)

Dicks is a cycle-racing fanatic, a former rider whose career ended abruptly at the Rome Olympics. His obsession with sport and openness to events lead him effortlessly into complicated circumstance. When in due course he sent me a first draft, I found I myself learning so many things about the Vuelta that I’d previously had no idea about: the great battles for victory that had ensued over the years; the actual politics of the race; and the complicated and sometimes confusing history of Spain itself – a country we know today as one of the world’s truly great cycling nations. I discovered that Spain’s often sad, sometimes violent, and relentlessly changing history was as much a part of the race as the actual racing itself. And the organisation of the Vuelta often paralleled the ‘State of the Nation’, with its highs and lows coinciding with Spain’s shifting political and cultural scene. I found the book enthralling, and a joy to read. Unfortunately, the second half of the book, which covers developments since the first World War, is dull and difficult to read, lacking all of the qualities which made the earlier chapters enjoyable. Another drawback to this work is the minimal attention paid to competitive cycling, which the author seems to dislike. Throughout the book, he states or implies that competitive cyclers were by and large undesirable characters, their sport corrupt.  The only international cycling event discussed in any detail is the Tour de France. The book is exceptionally well illustrated with vintage photographs and drawings and also has an adequate bibliography. MAGNUSON, Mike, Heft on Wheels, A Field Guide to doing a 180, 2004, 256 p.

MERCKX, Eddy & MICHAUX, Léon, The Fabulous World of Cycling, Volume 4, The Great Races, 1985, 192 p.,
A complete year of bicycle racing as seen through the eyes of all-time cycling great Eddy Merckx. More than 30 of the world's major cycling events are featured, from the 200-metre sprints at the world championships to the 2500-mile Tour de France. (Source: byciclebooks.co.uk)

MESSENGER, Chas, Ride and be damned, 1998, 150 p.
Racing was a part of cycling from the beginning, but in the UK it attracted extraordinary persecution by the police and in 1894 racing on the roads was actually banned. Thus, while road racing flourished on the European mainland, in Britain it ceased. In 1937 the NCU and the RTTC formally agreed to outlaw it for good.  Chas Messenger's grasp of history doesn't always follow a chronological pattern, and bits of it are sometimes vague, but we get the general picture. It's an unedifying story, immensely convoluted, and it's no surprise that Chas's account isn't always clear. While we owe a great debt to many of these pioneers, others behaved very badly indeed. Much of what happened can only be explained by personal vanity, self-aggrandisement, and a desire for power, however little, on the part of individuals who valued themselves above the public good. Sounds familiar? Those who remember Chas's earlier books will be familiar with his intensely personal style, but he's always an entertaining and exciting writer who never allows himself to worry unduly about such obstacles as spelling, grammar, punctuation and overuse of inverted commas. It doesn't matter too much until the meaning is actually lost – it does happen. Exciting or not, a bit of judicious editing and more care with proof-reading would have enhanced a beautiful book and a necessary account of part of British cycling's history. MIRABELLA, Erin  (illustr. Lisa HORSTMAN), Gracie Goat’s Big Bike Race, 2007, 32 p. 
When Howard Horse invites his friends to a bike competition, everyone is excited — except Gracie Goat. She doesn't know how to ride a bike, and is so scared she refuses to try. Fortunately her Grandma convinces her to face her fears. Children will relate to Gracie's self-doubt as well as her persistence in this sensitive, upbeat story featuring colorful images by award-winning illustrator Lisa Horstman. The book includes fitness tips for children to put into practice as they play. (Source: Amazon.com) 
MOCKRIDGE, Russell, My World on Wheels: The Posthumous Autobiography of Russell Mockridge, 1960, 235 p.

Russell Mockridge’s post humous autobiography, “My World on Wheels” (completed by John Burrows), was printed in 1960.  Over the years, it must be impossible to ascertain how many aspiring riders have been influenced by this book - in particular, the quote “Before you can learn to win a race you have to learn to finish it”. MOODY, Greg, Deadroll, 272 p.

Ex-professional cyclist Will Ross loses his promotion job with Bosco Bikes, becomes a momentary media darling by foiling a robbery, and gets a new job as a sports news reporter all in one day. In other Denver news, a mad bomber has targeted cycling for his display of displeasure (and has wounded the TV sports anchor), and Ross soon makes his short list. In his fourth cycling murder mystery, Moody has produced a potent mixture: unusual subject matter, easy prose, and a serial protagonist with articulate attitude and a sharp sense of humor. MOODY, Greg, Two Wheels, 1995, 256 p.

The story of Will Ross, a has-been wanna-be American racer who, through the conniving dealings of his ex-wife and her compatriots, is signed to the Haven Pharmaceutical pro squad, replacing the beloved champion Jean-Pierre Colgan who was killed in a toaster explosion. A web of intrigue and back-stabbing is spun by Haven big-wigs, professional assassins, and Will’s ex, as Ross is framed for the murder. With a background of cycling classics, the mystery begins - a mystery spotted with Rossâ comical dreamtime visits to heaven to receive advice, encouragement and insults from Anquetil and other cycling greats. MOODY, Greg, Perfect Circles, A novel, 1998

MOODY, Greg, Dead Air: a cycling murder mystery, 2002, 319 p.

The latest Will Ross cycling murder mystery. Time to grieve for Ross, but life and those around him have other ideas. A reporter is determined to make her career by telling Ross's story, a young TV journalist is determined to supplant Ross in the hearts of Denver viewers, and a killer is determined to finish the job he began--all while Ross comes to realize a new life depends on him. MOORE, Richard, In search of Robert Millar, 2007, 352 p.
The wiry, irascible Glaswegian Robert Millar was the most successful British road cyclist of all time, winning the King of the Mountains title in 1984 and finishing fourth in the Tour overall. In 1990 he was the moral victor in Spain’s Vuelta, allegedly robbed of the title by a conspiracy between the race authorities and the Spanish riders that is grippingly described in Moore’s book. Then in 2003 he disappeared from view. In the grand tradition of ‘In Search of . . . ’ books, Richard Moore fails to track him down, although the pair do engage in a lengthy email correspondence that is reprinted here. Brendan Gallagher wrote in the Telegraph: ‘Trying to piece together the Robert Millar story is a little like rummaging around the Mary Celeste but Moore has done splendidly.’ (Source: Irbshop)
MOORE, Richard, Heroes, Villains and Velodromes : Chris Hoy and Britain’s Track Cycling Revolution, 2008, 320 p.

Heroes, villains and velodromes is a fascinating insight into Chris Hoy and the emergence of Britain as a great track cycling nation.  It includes chapters on Chris’s attempt on the Kilo world Record in Bolivia.  It also examines the attitude of the British track team and in particular the enthusiastic direction of David Brailsford.  (Source: Cyclinginfo.co.uk)

MOORE, Tim, French Revolutions: Cycling the Tour de France, 2002, 277 p.
Moore recounts his experiences bicycling the route of the 2000 Tour de France. At age 36, he allowed himself six weeks to cover the 2,256 mile course (minus a couple of shortcuts), which the Tour racers would pedal over three weeks later that summer. As might be expected of a good travel book, even a comical one, FRENCH REVOLUTIONS provides historical and factual information about the Tour and about champions such as Eddy Merckx, Bernard Hinault, and Lance Armstrong. Moore obviously respects the athletic accomplishments of those heroes but he is also fascinated by the exploits of less well-known characters.  Moore takes advantage of every opportunity to make fun of himself and the French. (Source: Michael J. Dooris)

MUENZER, Lori-An & WIBERG, Karl R., One gear, no brakes, Lori-Ann Muenzer's Ride to Belief, Belonging, and a Gold Medal, 2007, 256 p., £12,76

When 38-year-old underdog Lori-Ann Muenzer entered the 2004 Olympics, few believed that she would be able to compete with cyclists half her age. Muenzer persevered, kept her mind on the track, and won the Olympic Gold.  Competitive cycling is about pain, punishment and speed. On the road to the winner's podium, Muenzer suffered more than her share of pain.  Muenzer's personal motivation and discipline will resonate with readers across the country, and her determination will inspire anyone who faces challenges in his or her life. MULHOLLAND, Owen & WILCOCKSON, John, Uphill Battle: Cycling’s Great Climbers, 2003, 256 p.

Other quirks that really made me want to put the book down even though I wanted to know the stories were his repeated parenthetical explanations of things like the fact that 'Giro d'Italia' is the Tour of Italy. If he thinks his readership don't already know this, he could explain it once and then leave it alone. Some good stories, but I found the grammatical and stylistic problems greatly distracting. I don’t think we can even imagine how dark and trippy the kermis scene is, according to Joe. What also appealed to me about the book, is that while we get Le Tour coverage, I’ve been fascinated by kermis and hard-man racing in Belgium, and that’s what Joe did. (Source: bikehugger)

PARKIN, Joe, Come and gone, A True Story of Blue-Collar Bike Racing in America, 2010, 208 p.

PEARSON, Harry, A Tall Man in a Low Land, Some time among the Belgians, 1999, 264 p.
Harry Pearson, a British sports columnist and travel writer, deftly reveals the quirks, oddities, and charm of Belgium gleemed from several months of travel through seemingly every city or village in the country. Additionally, seemlessly intertwined within Pearson’s narrative is a steady dose of Belgian history impressive in both depth and breadth. If I ever make an appearance on Jeopardy, I am confident I will kick anyone’s ass when it comes to facts about Belgium. Names, places, dates, events, artwork, architecture, beer, language; I’m armed to the teeth. Of course, to me Belgium is synonymous with professional cycling and, fortuitously, professional cycling is what first drew Pearson across the English Channel. His first-hand experience with the 1995 Ronde van Vlaanderen, particularly atop the Muur in Geraardsbergen, allows Pearson to flaunt his contemporary and historic Belgian cycling acumen. For more than 10 pages, Pearson weaves every name of Belgian cycling lore and legend into his account of the Ronde occurring before his very eyes highlighted by Johan Museeuw’s solo victory following the Fabio Baldato beat-down on the Muur. The riders past and present, plus the facts of the 1995 Ronde, are hardly anything earth-shatteringly new to cycling tifosi, but Pearson’s fleshing out of the fervor, zeal, and frenetic ardor surrounding the Tour of Flanders deserves a mention. PEASE, Pamela, Pop-up Tour de France : The World’s Greatest Bike Race, 20 p.

The story of one of sport’s most amazing events—the Tour de France—is told in both words and images in this impressively vibrant pop-up history. PREHN, Thomas & PELKEY, Charles, Racing Tactics for Cyclists, 2003, 220 p.

Diagrams are simple, concepts are well explained and the book is very easy to read in general. RENDELL, Matt, A Significant Other: Riding the Centenary Tour de France with Lance Armstrong, 2004, Weidenfeld & Nicolson, 256 p.
A Significant Other concentrates on the role of what is known in cycle sport as the "domestique", literally the servant. Relations on a professional cycling squad are essentially feudal: the serf exists to serve his master, belongs to him, even. The beauty of Rendell's brief book is that he has secured the cooperation of a real-life domestique, the Colombian Victor Hugo Peña, who was a key member of Lance Armstrong's US Postal squad on his way to a record-equalling fifth Tour win last year. Through Peña's transcribed first-person accounts of racing for Lance, Rendell places us right in the midst of the swarming bunch.  In his choice of Peña, who proves an unusually articulate subject, Rendell hit gold: Peña himself won the leader's yellow jersey after his team's performance in the team trial on stage 4. Three days later, Peña was back in 103rd place - not because he could not climb the Alpine passes as well as anyone, but because he had dedicated himself to protecting the interests of his leader, Armstrong. Rendell could not have found a more precise illustration of the pathos of the domestique's debt of duty and his sacrifice. (Source: unknown)

The book is interesting, well informed and marked by a streak of what some might consider to be paranoia while others would see it as defensible interpretation. (He's a friend.) Writing in the first person, Whittle details that tortured Tour stage by daily stage, offering an inside look not only at the race but also at the way reporters work in it. His subtitle gives the story away: "The Dark Heart of the Tour de France." (Source: Samuel Abt)

WHITTLE, Jeremy, Le Tour. A Century of the Tour de France, Foreword by Greg LeMond 2003, 256 p.
We're talking coffee table books here, with lavish illustration and minimal text. If pictures are apparently worth a thousand words, then this book more than makes up in pictures what it lacks in the word department. A lot of research went into this tome and Mr Whittle is to be congratulated for the effort he must have made. The book is divided into decades, starting with the first Tour which took place in 1903, each series of photographs (predominantly in black and white) being preceded by a page or two setting the scene for your edification and viewing pleasure. These are the books that provide the antidote to the Armstrong story – or to Armstrong's version of his story, at any rate. And they are written by, to use Armstrong's description, "the cynics and the sceptics"  – by those who question the veracity of the American's seven consecutive Tour victories. Armstrong has another word for them – "trolls."  Jeremy Whittle's new book should confirm his status, in Armstrong's eyes – or in his little black book – as a troll. That might have been a good sub-title,  actually: "From Fan to Troll." Because that is essentially what it is: a deeply personal account of Whittle's journey from wide-eyed fan, in thrall to the glamour, exoticism and beauty of the Tour, to crestfallen cynic, disillusioned by the rampant cynicism, corruption and endless succession of doping scandals.  Mirroring this journey, coincidentally or not, is that of his personal relationship with Armstrong, from friend – of sorts – to, well, alienated troll. Yet Whittle's engaging book isn't really that of a dyed-in-the-wool cynic. Through his experiences as a fan and then a reporter, he paints a more nuanced, complicated and confused picture.  Through fascinating anecdotes, and in particular through the story of his relationship with David Millar, Whittle tells a sad, depressing and bleak story, where trust has dissolved and cynicism has taken over. WOODLAND, Les, A Spoke in the Wheel, 1991, 128 p.
A humorous look at the world of cycling, this book is full of funny stories, practical and not-so-practical advice, true anecdotes of famous competitive cyclists and a few red herrings. (Source: amazon.com)
WOODLAND, Les, Cycling Heroes: The Golden Years, 1995, 143 p.
This hardcover book includes chapters on 19 cyclists including, as the title would suggest, Coppi, Anquetil, and Bobet. While there isn’t a chapter on Merckx, he’s mentioned throughout the text. Being British, Woodland is required to include Tom Simpson, England’s short-lived World Champion. But in a refreshing mood, the author sheds some light on Simpson’s less than grand attitude toward the sport and his nearly fiendish drug consumption that played a major role in his death during the 1967 Tour de France. The most interesting aspect of this charming book, however, is the chapters on some of the lesser known heroes of the past decades. He tells of Shay Elliot’s suicide, and Brian Robinson, one of England’s earliest Continental racers. One of the greatest female racers, Beryl Burton, is included.  In Cycling Heroes pages, Charley Gaul tears down mountains and Joop Zoetemelk rides against three generations of champions, Merckx, Hinault, and LeMond. You get to ride along side the like of Barry Hoban, Raymond "Pou-Pou" Poulidor, and Federico Bahamontes.
